ARPA funds can be used for the following 
purposes: 

• To support the public health response to the 
pandemic

• To respond to the adverse economic effects of 
the pandemic 

• To offer extra pay for essential workers 

• To improve water, sewer and broadband 
infrastructure

• And to replace local revenue lost due to the 
pandemic.

These funds will be delivered in two tranches and must be 
allocated by the end of 2024 and spent by the end of 2026.
