DATE: January 20, 2010

Attached is a budget detail illustrating variances in current
revenues and expenses from the FY'2010 Adopted Budget totals. As
shown, revenue estimates are down, due primarily to the
anticipated elimination of the Motor Vehicle Excise Tax revenue
by the state. Otherwise, recognizing the general downturn in the
economy, in developing the FY' 2010 budget revenue projections
were conservatively forecast and appear to be relatively close to
the adopted budget numbers.

On the expenditure side, market trends have depreciated the value
of the City's trusts and investment funds, creating a demand for
higher contributions from the City to the respective funds.

SAFETY ALWAYS FIRST

My name is Pat Robb, I own and have been operating a business, Espresso
Yourself Cafe for the past eleven years, in the Perry Mill Mall, here in beautiful
downtown Newport. Several years before, I was an EMT Level II. My main concerns
regarding the Petition of J.H. Enterprises are for the safety ofour patrons, visitors, and
natives ofNewport.

1. There have been many vehicle related accidents involving the area in
question.

I had been witness to one in particular that left the car up against one of
the park benches with two fatally injured passengers.
There have been several others that involved the Wave statue.
Therefore this area has a history ofbeing very dangerous.

2. Vehicles would be inclined to stop by the Wave statue, to permit passengers
entrance or existing from the vehicle, since there is no parking provided to the
area. This is a major intersection in town and would be very hazardous to
everyone in the area.

3. There already exists a problem when the bar closes with crowd control,
fighting and noise. How will having tables and chairs assist in dispersing the
crowd? It could only make it worse.

4. The tables and chairs would block pedestrian foot traffic, making it difficult
for people to walk through the plaza and also walk closer to the street traffic.

S. The servers for this area would have to walk up the public stairs and through a
public entrance at the top ofthe stairs. This could lead to possible accidents,
involving trays offood and alcoholic beverages and pedestrians passing by.

6. There are enough obstacles in the plaza, including the multitudes of tourists,
without further blocking safe passage thru the area.

337, Thames St, Newport, RI 02840 (Newport Bay Club) for expansion of business

I own a retail unit the building where J.H. Enterprises proposes to convert the existing plaza, which
is directly in front of my store and three other retail units, into a seasonal outdoor patio for its
restaurant.

My late husband was the first merchant to set up his business in that building over 25 years ago.
Island Graphics has been operating its t-shirt store in Newport for over 30 years. Like most resort
wear retailers, our business is seasonal and we rely on our "summer" visitors to make a living.

The plaza is mobbed during the summer months. People come to take rest on the benches, or to
have a photo taken by the statue of the "Wave", or are just strolling leisurely, browsing the stores
and soaking up all that Newport has to offer. It's a half way point between Upper and Lower
Thames Street and is a short stroll to the CliffWalk, so lots ofpeople tend to congregate there, and
it's a great spot, a Newport landmark.

All the merchants in the building feel that serving food & drink on the plaza would create a major
safety hazard, as it is such a busy area for pedestrians. The servers would have to carry food on a
tray, up a large flight of stairs, through double doors and then struggle with foot traffic to the
designated seating area.. I expect that the seating area would have to be railed off. This would
drastically reduce the pedestrianised area and would almost certainly deter people from walking
around the seating area to enter our stores. It would be detrimental to business, as most of our
business comes through the doors that open directly out to the plaza.

In the 25 years Island Graphics has been located in this building, we have never been able to park
in the buildings' car park, as there are simply not enough parking spaces. We have to find parking
in the limited parking lots around the area. I note that J.H. Enterprises has requested a variance to
the off-street parking requirements for an additional 8 spaces. The lackofparking spaces in the area
is a noteworthy concern.
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It is also worth noting that I.H. Enterprises has yet to seek approval for its proposals from the
Homeowners Condominium Association at the Newport Bay Club & Hotel.

Having been a small business in Newport for over 30 years, I hereby wish to formally speak out
against the granting ofthis proposed expansion, notjust because it would be detrimental to the local
retailers in the plaza, but because it would deprive the tourists, who are the backbone of our
livelihood, ofa public area thatthey have enjoyed for manyyears. There are enough reasons already
fornot coming to Newport....lackofparking, high bridge tolls, traffic congestion. Let us not add to
the list by taking away from them the use of this landmark area..
