On 12/28/2009, while driving down Rhode Island Ave, I noticed a ticket and a tow notice on my car. |

went to the police station to speak with an administrator that same day. They informed me that as long

as the car was moved in a 24 hour period my car would not be towed, at that time the ticket was voided.

I moved my car everyday thereafter to avoid being towed; the officer only chalked the car once. The car

was moved at least 15 feet everyday to ensure it was not in the same spot.

On 12/31/2009, my car. was towed at 4:51pm. The officer’s narrative on the report stated the car was in
the original position; however the ground was covered in snow at least 3-4 inches.

I am requesting a full refund for the towing expense as this was not an error on my part. | was informed
to move my'car everyday and did as requested. There are no posted “no parking, or 24 hour time limit”
signs on Rhode Island Ave to indicate that | should not have parked my car there in the first place. | have
enclosed a couple of newspaper articles showing there was enough amount of snow on the ground that
the officer would not have been able 1o see the chalk marks as indicated by Officer # 383 in his report on
12/31/09.
