RECOMMENDATION:

The Department of Utilities recommends the award of Amendment #1 to the contract for Engineering Services for the
final design and development of contract documents for improvements to the north and west embankments of Easton
Pond to Fuss & O’Neill, Inc, Providence, RI, for the not to exceed fee of $62,517.00. Funding for the Water Fund
project is part of the $6.65 million borrowing with the RI Clean Water Finance Agency.

BACKGROUND AND ¥FINDINGS:

In Janwary 2009 The City awarded the contract for the final design of the improvements to the north and west
embankments of Easton Pond to Fuss & O’Neill. The improvements are required to repair the significant damage that
-occurred to the northern and western embankment of the Easton Pond dam as a result of the April 15— 16, 2007 storm.
The waves generated by the wind and significant flows in the moat during the storm caused significant damage
including upstream slope failures from the wave action and scouring of the downstream slope and bench from flows in
the moat. Approximately 900 LF of the northern embankment and 1800 LF of the western embankment sustained
damage. Emergency action with the placement of sand bags at the upstream face of the embankments in the areas where
-severe erosion oceurred was taken by City crews. City staff reviewed options for permanent repairs to the damaged
sections of the dam. The cost effective recommendation was to proceed with the long term repairs for the western and
northern embankments that were discussed in the Easton Pond Dam & Moat Study #07-005 which was completed at the
same time as the occurrence of the storm damage. )

Fuss & O'Neill presented the proposed improvements at an August 25, 2009 City Council workshop prior to submitting
permitting applications to the applicable regulatory agencies. A subsequent City Council workshop was held on January
20, 2010. As a result of the comments received, the City is requesting that the design be modified. The Scope of Work
for Amendment #1 includes the redesign of the impoundment side of the west embankment to incorporate a slope in
place of the sheeting design. Cost alternatives will be provided for slope protection on the impoundment sides of the
north and west embankments for vegetated articulating cable concrete and rip rap. The Amendment #1 includes fees
associated with the redesign, permitting of the revised design, and additional workshops.

The Amendment #1 also includes extending the current term of the Contract and Agreement from July 31, 2010 to July
31,2011, .

AMENDMENT NO. 1

TO THE AGREEMENT

In consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the parties hereto agree to amend
their Agreement dated February 27, 2009 as follows:

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING

Proposed repairs and improvements to the South Easton Pond Dam’s North and West
Embankments have been developed and depicted on drawings prepared in suppott of project
permit applications to the Rhode Island Department of Environmental Management (RIDEM)
and the Coastal Resources Management Council (CRMC). These drawings were developed
following additional geotechnical evaluations and a wave modeling study completed in 2009 in
support of the proposed design.

A City Council Workshop was conducted with the public on August 25, 2009 to present the
proposed design and answer questions prior to initial submission of the drawings and permit
applications to respective permitting agencies. Public notice periods were initiated for RIDEM
and CRMC, and a number of comments were received by each agency. These comments were
reviewed in preparation for a second City Council Workshop conducted on January 20, 2010.

At this workshop, a number of abutters and citizens of Newport commented in support of an
alternate design that would include an embankment slope configuration in lieu of the steel
sheeting currently proposed for the West Embankment due to concerns relating to aesthetics
and potential wildlife impacts from the current design,

Based on discussions with the City subsequent to this workshop, it is understood that the City
would like to pursue repair alternatives as outlined below.

¢ Reconstruct the West Embankment using temporary cofferdamming in the
impoundment to provide a dewatered construction area where new compacted
embankment fill could be placed to construct an armored slope extending mto the
impoundment, This armored slope would be constructed using either a vegetated
articulating concrete system (similar to the Nosth Embankment) or using bare riprap.
The design approach for the reconstructed downstream (moat side) slope and bench
would remain as currently proposed. It is also understood that the current sheeting and
pile cap design is not to be considered in this alternatives analysis.

¢ A fence will no longer be considered for the project.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Fuss & O'Neill proposes the following scope of services to further assist the City in the repair
of the South Easton Pond Dam.

Amendment 1/ Task1-  West Embankment Redesign: The following items will be
addressed to revise the current design to incorporate a slope along the impoundment
side of the West Embankment,

¢ Conduct a meeting with the City to review feedback from the City Council and the
public at and since the January 20 workshop. This feedback will be reviewed to
confirm how the alternatives to be considered under this amendment will be
evaluated, address coordination/ access issues for proposed survey work in the
impoundment, and discuss a preliminary revised project schedule.

¢ Existing sediment and bathymetric mapping previously provided by the City will be
reviewed to assess bottom conditions in the area of the West Embankment slope
extension into the impoundment beyond where steel sheeting is currently proposed.
If available, the source data (specific measurements and locations) for this mapping
will be reviewed. Based on the extent of source data points in this area, a
supplemental field survey of the area will be performed to fill in data gaps to
measure bottom elevations and depths of sediment across the area to be filled as
part of the embankment slope construction.

One day of field survey will be completed, which will be performed from a small
boat launched from the Station 1 treatment plant. Surveyed locations and elevations
will be referenced to NAD83 horizontal and NGVD 29, consistent with the existing
drawings set; vertical elevations will be measured using total station survey
equipment to an accuracy of 0.05-feet.

Sediment depths will be measured by advancing a steel rod until stiff resistance is
encountered. It is expected that 10 cross-sections will be taken along the length of
the West Embankment at 200-foot intervals, with four readings per section
extending approximately 60-feet into the impoundment (based on a potential 3:1
slope and depths shown on existing bathymetric data). If a motorized craft is not
allowed within the impoundment, data points will be obtained on sections at 400-
foot intervals with two points per section.

¢ The wave modeling study will be updated to evaluate the required West
Embankment elevation and armor sizing. Wave runup and overtopping rates will
be assessed for the West Embankment with 2FH:1V and 3H:1V slopes at a crest
elevation of 13.0 and 14.0. These configurations will be evaluated for vegetated
articulating concrete and bare riprap slope armoring on both embankments to
determine required stone sizing and layer thickness requirements for riprap and to
validate the current specification for the articulating cable concrete matting,

o The geotechnical analysis will be updated to assess the stability of the proposed
embankment slope based on a review of existing boring data and data from the

impoundment sediment survey. This analysis will determine if a 2H:1V slope is
stable or if there are other stability issues that eicher need to be addressed by specific
construction controls or methods, or preclude the viability of constructing a slope
into the impoundment for a comparable cost to what was presented at the

January 20, 2010 workshop.

Requirements for temporary cofferdamming and a revised sequence of construction
will be evaluated such that appropriate construction details and specifications can be
developed in coordination with the revised permit applications and the Project
Manual to be developed for bidding. These requirements will also support
development of revised opinions of construction costs being developed under this
task.

An updated opinion of construction cost will be prepared for the design developed
to extend the Western Embankment slope into the impoundment. The base cost
will reflect vegetated articulating cable concrete slope protection, consistent with
what is proposed for the North Embankment. An alternate cost will be developed
incorporating bare riprap as slope protection on both embankments.

A technical memorandum will be prepared summarizing the results of the field
investigation, wave analysis, and geotechnical evaluation, This memorandum will
also outline the revised design approach, cofferdamming requirements and
sequence, sediment handling, storage and disposal requirements to be outlined in
Task 3 of this amendment, and updated opinions of construction costs. A draft
technical memorandum will be transmitted to the City for review. We will conduct
a meeting with City staff to review these findings. A final memorandum will be
prepared and transmitted addressing City questions and comments.

Amendment 1/ Task2-  Prepare Revised Drawings: Construction drawings
comprising the permitting set transmitted to CRMC, RIDEM and the Army Corps of

Engineers (ACOE) will be updated to reflect the revised approach following a City
Council workshop (see Task 5)and acceptance of the approach by the City. The
following drawings will be revised to reflect the changes to the West Embankment:

CX-203 - 318
CD-501
CD-502
CD-504

Drawings will also be revised to reflect alternate details incorporating bare riprap as
alternate bid item details for the North and West Embankments.

Amendment 1/ Task3-  Prepare Permit Application Amendments: Permit

applications previously transmitted for CRMC, RIDEM Office of Dam Safety, RIDEM
Water Quality Certification, ACOE and the RI Department of Public Health will be

amended to reflect the revised approach for the West Embankment (and if requested by

the City, an aliernate for bare riprap in lieu of vegetated soil-filled riprap currently
proposed). This will include the following task items,

o The biological impact assessment previously transmitted to CRMC will be revised to
reflect changes to the West Embankment slope and to the proposed fence/barrier
along the embankment crests. Graphics depicting project area impacts will also be

updated and incorporated into amendment packages being transmitted to CRMC
and ACOE.

o A Sediment Management Plan will be prepared addressing requirements for
removal, handling, storage and disposal of sediment to be removed from within the
area of embankment fill placement. This plan will reflect the results of sediment
sampling and testing to be performed under the contract’s original scope of work,
which will be performed in coordination with the survey to be performed under
Task 1 of this amendment.

*  Draft application amendment packages to each permitting agency/ division will be
prepared and transmitted to the City for review. Applications will be finalized and
transmitted to respective agencies after receiving and addressing City comments.
Copies of each package will be provided to the City.

* Revised materials and updated abutter’s lists will be transmitted to RIDEM, CRMC
and ACOE for use in completing new public notices addressing the revised design
and application packages. :

Amendment 1/ Task4-  Respond to Permitting Agency and Public Notice

Comments: Although it is not possible to know in advance the specific questions that
may arise and the amount of effort required to address questions and comments or
address design modifications resulting from respective permitting agency reviews and
public comments, we have budgeted a total of 120 hours to prepare additional materials
and respond to such issues to secure respective permit authorizations for this project.

Amendment 1/ Task5-  Attend Public Workshops: We will prepare for and attend up

to two City Council public workshops to present the revised design and answer
questions from council members and the public. Renderings prepared for the January
20, 2010 workshop will be revised to reflect the slope configuration for the West
Embankment, Additional renderings of these same vantage points reflecting placement
of bare riprap on the North and West Embankments will be prepared. Draft slides will
be prepared and reviewed in a meeting with the City before the workshop. Copies of
handouts and mounted renderings will be provided for the workshop.

Amendment 1/ Task6-  Project Management: The Project Management Plan and

project schedule will be revised to reflect the activities under this amendment. Progress
reports reflecting activities within the period of this amendment will be prepared and
transmitted with invoices.
