Approve an easement to National Grid on City-owned property to enable the utility company to properly service and
improve a substation land-locked among City and private land parcels.

BACKGROUND AND lFINDINGS:

National Grid owns and operates a sub-station on land owned by the City ofNewport. and further National Grid accesses
the sub-station via a City-owned parcel. The sub-station is located to the south and adjacent to the Rogers High School
soccer field. The access point is the western edge of City owned property on Harrison Avenue. National Grid has a long­
term lease agreement for use of the sub-station property and an easement on the access lane connecting the sub-station to
Harrison Avenue.

This agreement would widen the easement on Harrison Avenue from 10 feet to 24 feet to allow proper installation of
subterranean service conduit and safe vehicle access to the sub-station, and would grant an easement on the sub station
parcel.

National Grid is in the midst of a program to increase the supply of electrical power to Newport customers. These
easements will support the utility's efforts by codifying access that the City has customarily permitted.

National Grid has agreed to
upgrade its primary circuitry servicing Memorial Blvd. and install transformers and a service line from the street source
to the UV system.

As a professional courtesy, National Grid has agreed to upgrade its service capacity, install the transformers and supply
lines at no cost to the City.

In order to install and maintain the power supply line National Grid requires a property easement on the city/state owned
land on which the UV will be situated. City administration has been working with RIDDT in this regard as per the
attached letter from RIDDT.

Scope ofWork:

National Grid (NGrid) will install two (2) three phase primary siphon to two (2) 500kVa,
277/480 volt pad mOW1ted transformers. City ofNewport (Customer) will provide the
primary conduit and associated materials to construct two (2) two way 4"concrete .
encased duct systems. The Customer will install the duct banks and transformer
foundations (approved location onplans) in accordance with the developed engineering
plans. The Customer will be responsible for the installation ofthe transformer's
mechanical protection as specified on the NGrid plans. The Customer will provide and
install all secondary equipment. NGrid requires the Customer to provide stainless steel
nuts, bolts and hydraulic press fittings (two hole NEMA standard) to connect all
secondaries to the transformer bushings. NGrid will install the primary
conductor/equipment including two (2) poles that will be located on Memorial Blvd.
These poles will require State of R1 permit approval. NGrid will also reconductor Wave
Ave. beginning at pole 5 Aquidneck Ave. down to pole I Memorial Blvd. The meters
will be located on the pad mOW1ted transformers and NGrid will provide the meter
sockets, CT's and PT's. Customer to install two (2) 1" communication conduits systems
(one at each trllllsformer) for future meter data commuuication..

The customer is required to split the electric load equally between the two transformers.

Due to the proximity to water resources, the transformers will need to be elevated with
an oil containment curb and/or lined pit constructed around the perimeter ofthe
transformers. NGrid's proposed gas and electric work that is depicted on the Fuss &
O'Neill plan requiresC~C approval and should be covered under the Fuss & O'Neil
secured permits. NGrid Environmental department requires an approved plan and CRMC
assent prior to the commencement of any NGrid work.
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The calculated maximum symmetrical three phase short-drcuit current available at the
terminal of the NGrid transformer for a zero impedance fault will be 15,689 amps based
on circuit impedance having an XIR ratio of 5.7% available at the secondary terminals of
the NGrid traosformer.

Enclosed is a copy ofthe application for easement that the Customer is required to
complete and return. This information is necessary for our Right-of-Way Department to
prepare the necessary easement. The Customer is also required to provide a copy of the
exeeuted deed to the property and a copy of the dty's assessor's map showing the plat
and lot of said property as identified by the city's tax assessor. The electrIc service will
not be energized without NGrid being in possession ofa fully executed easement.

Utilitv Charges:

There are no charges from NGrid for this project if the work is performed during normal
weekday business hours.

Finally, a municipal inspection is required and needs to be supplied to NGrid before the
electric service can be energized. Typically it takes several weeks to schedule a service
to be energized once the inspection certificate is received by NOrid.

Emergency Management Agency

The Rhode Island Emergency Management Agency (RIEMA) is the state's designated agent for the coordination of
emergency services and support. The agency is a conduit for state and federal-level grant funding and serves to
coordinate training and provide direct operational support. Cities and towns have appointed agents designated to
represent their respective communities. Newport has an appointed Emergency Management Agency (EMA) team,
consisting of directors and managers whose duties include pro-active and reactive emergency management activities.
Newport is the only community in Rhode Island with a formally designated team as a municipal RIEMA affiliate. The
team approach allows for the use of members' expertise representing the critical public service emergency activities.
For the first three years of operation Police Chief Mike McKenna was the appointed local Emergency Management
Agency Director and chair person of the team. During his term, Chief McKenna contributed substantially to organizing
proactive and reactive strategies with RIEMA. Coordination with RIEMA has increased our visibility with the state-level
agency and puts us in good position for training and grant funding.

Recently, the directorship was transferred to Fire Chief Harry Hallgring, who will continue the charge of aggressive
training and coordination for emergency response situations. Other primary team members are: Fire Captain Peter
Kirwin, Parks & Grounds Supervisor Scott Wheeler, Chief Mike McKenna, Utilities Director Julia Forgue, Planning
Director Paige Bronk, Harbor Master Tim Mills, and Public Services Director Bill Riccio. In preparing for and in
responding to incidents such as hurricanes, ice and snow storms, floods, and man-made disasters, the primary
reaction team is supported by additional designated staff who contribute specific reactive and pro-active expertise.
Those appointees include: Grants Manager Bruce Bartlett, Finance Director Laura Sitrin, MIS Director Bill Sindt,
Traffic Engineer Eric Earls, and Police Captain Gary Silva. As the Director of Public Safety, the City Manager formally

)appoints the Newport EMA director to represent the City in local and inter-governmental activities involving emergency
/service delivery.
